· Club House Improvements: All club members by now will have received a letter from the Captains outlining the proposed works to the clubhouse under the EU SERVE Energy Conservation Programme operated by North Tipperary County Council which the club has been successful in obtaining. This work will include insulation of attic spaces, cavity fill bead to all cavity walls, provision of insulation on top side of flat roof of bar and restaurant, provision of space heating controls with 4 zones, provision of 8 solar heating panels and replacement of all incandescent lights with CFL alternatives. Funding from North Tipperary Co Council will cover 33% (€13,840) of the actual cost of the whole project (€41,665). This energy conservation programme carried out in NGC will mean a saving in energy costs to the club of approximately €10,000 per annum which will result in a payback to the club in three years for the total costs of the project. This work must be completed by 11 July 2011 to receive the grant. The club is looking for your assistance by asking you to give the club a short term interest free loan of €200 which will be repaid in full over a five year period. To achieve the project costs we need 150 members to fund the shortfall and allow us get the grant monies upon successful completion of the project. Your support would be most welcome.
